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THE PERRY HALL HIGH SCHOOL ALUMNI ASSOCIATION
HALL OF FAME

The purpose of the Perry Hall High School Alumni Association Hall of Fame is to
recognize former Perry Hall High School students, faculty and staff who have distinguished
themselves by virtue of their outstanding contributions to the school, the community of Perry
Hall, Maryland, or society in general after they graduate or leave Perry Hall High School.

Selection Process

Starting in 2009, the Perry Hall High School Alumni Association shall induct a maximum
of five inductees into the Hall of Fame. Induction into the Hall of Fame will take place at an
Alumni Association function early each year. Inductees shall be permanently enrolled on a
plaque in Perry Hall High School and recognized on the Alumni Association’s Web Site and
archives. Any individual may be nominated for posthumous membership into the Hall of Fame.

Distinguished Alumni — Criteria for Membership

e Any former student from Perry Hall High School is eligible for membership as a
distinguished alumnus or alumna. The individual need not be a graduate of Perry
Hall High School.

e The alumnus or alumna should have distinguished himself or herself by virtue of
outstanding contributions to the school, the community of Perry Hall, Maryland, or
society in general after they graduate or leave Perry Hall High School; or have
excelled in a chosen field after graduation.

e An alumnus or alumna becomes eligible for nomination to the Hall of Fame ten (10)
years after attending Perry Hall High School.

Distinguished Former Faculty or Staff — Criteria for Membership

e Any former faculty or staff member from Perry Hall High School who had a direct
and significant impact on students and the community of Perry Hall, Maryland, is
eligible for membership as a distinguished former faculty or staff. The individual
need not be a graduate of Perry Hall High School.

e The staff or faculty member becomes eligible for nomination to the Hall of Fame five
(5) years after leaving Perry Hall High School.

e No more than one distinguished faculty or staff member shall be inducted each year.



Nomination Form

Nominations for the next year’s induction class are due by October 1 of the preceding
year. Nominations shall be approved by the Perry Hall High School Alumni Association’s
Executive Board.
